Conductor Ksenia Zharko.

Dreams began to fulfil  in Sochi.
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“Conducting is a profession of the second half of life,” – Otto Clemperer  said. This opinion was corroborated for many years of performance practice. For a long time the image of conductor for musicians and public was associated only with grown wise with very deep life experience. 

There was one more opinion. Conducting – is a man’s occupation. The only exceptions (Veronica Dudarova) could only confirm this rule.

People, who came on the 27th of April to the Organ Hall were very much surprised and delighted. The young lady very confidently and professionally tamed the army of timbers on the stage. The orchestra was charmed be Ksenia Zharko’s conductor’s skill. The same happened to the audience of all ages, which got used to famous conductors. Ksenia Zharko is a graduating student of Moscow Conservatoire named after Tchaikovsky, a student of famous conductor, the principal conductor of the State Russian Symphony Orchestra Vassily Sinaisky. Together with Sochi Municipal Symphony Orchestra she performed a program of the masterpieces of Vienna classics: the 21st piano concert by Mozart (soloist Valeria Anfinogenova) and the First Symphony by Beethoven.

Ksenia’s individual skill is a combination of professional methods classical principals (perfection in every phrase, adjustment of every stroke, excellent timbre correlation) and relaxed lightness, which is the result of her youth. All these brought her a great attention of the audience and at the same time raised additional possibilities of the orchestra: soft sounding of the strings and holiday smartness of the woodwinds.

There is one more remarkable detail of Ksenia’s biography. Ksenia was born in Moscow, but the first connection with the symphony orchestra took place here, in Sochi. She was 5 years old when mother took her to public concerts in the Summer Garden. At that time Ksenia decided to become a conductor. It may have happened so that her great dream began to fulfil in Sochi!
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
