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In September the II International Vakhtang Jordania Conducting Competition “New Millennium” took place in Kharkov. From 15 participants, started on 9th of September only seven reached Final Round…

…Third Prize was awarded to Ksenia Zharko – a conductor from Moscow. She attracted the jury’s and audience’s attention by brilliant rehearsing of the 2nd movement of the Sixth Symphony by Shostakovich. It is really passionate, tragic, and "not female" at first glance music. But this young beautiful woman held an orchestra in hands, and subordinated everything to her conducting power, will and vision. Due to this she reached perfect orchestra sounding, phrasing and articulation. This shows her certain talent, and that music couldn’t be divided on "male’s" and "female’s".

Speaking about the impressions about competition, Ksenia said that participation in such events is a great luck and, at the same time, a very important for young conductors. It is a stimulus to study new pieces and a wonderful opportunity to work with an orchestra and to look at conductors from the other countries. So, competition is not only the question: “Who is the best”, but also an excellent School of Conducting!
